AIR TAHITI FOLLOWS THE TWO IATA SEASONS

Summer schedule from April to October.
Winter schedule from November to March.

Air Tahiti flight schedule is published twice a year, accordingly to the
IATA seasons - summer flight schedule valid from April to November and
winter flight schedule, valid from November to April.

Air Tahiti can thus take into account the international flight schedules
which follow this same IATA season pattern. The schedule is published
and distributed approximately one month before its start date. Flights
displayed in the reservation systems for dates that are well after the
current schedule are subject to change, but most of the dates booked in
anticipation remain valid.

MINIMUM CONNECTING TIME

Upon arrival, passengers will need to pick up their baggage and
sometimes go through customs in the case of international flights.

To avoid any inconvenience, Air Tahiti has therefore set minimum
connection times.

Aéroport de Tahiti (Tahiti Airport - ADT) offers a baggage storage facility
at Tahiti-Faa'a Airport. It is located in the main concourse, halfway
between the international departures and arrivals areas.

A TROPICAL CLIMATE

The Islands of Tahiti enjoy a tropical climate; the maximum
number of hours of sunshine is close to 3,000 per year in
the Tuamotu Atolls, one of the highest in the world! The
temperature, which is relatively constant, is cooled by the trade
winds of the Pacific that blow throughout the year. The average
ambient temperature is 78.8F, just as the waters of the lagoons.
While further away from the equator, the archipelagos down
south, (the Austral and Gambier), enjoy cooler temperatures.

PREPARE THE TRIP

WHAT IS THE TIME DIFFERENCE?
The Islands of Tahiti are 10 hours behind GMT. This is a 12

hours summertime or 11 hours wintertime difference from
Paris, 2 hours difference from the United States Pacific Coast,
6 hours difference from Santiago, 19 hours from Tokyo and
the Australian eastern seaboard and a 22 hours difference
from New Zealand.

WHAT ARE THE ENTRY REQUIREMENTS?

Any foreign visitor coming to French Polynesia is required to
have a visa according to the following conditions: In all cases,
visitors must hold a valid passport.

L. Stays less or equal to three months (for leisure purposes).
All foreigners are requested to hold a visa to enter French
Polynesia, except citizens from:

+ From the European Economic Area (Iceland, Liechtenstein,
Norway);

Regarding short stay visas, visitors must hold a return flight
ticket.

2. Stays exceeding three months

Should a foreigner wish to stay longer than a period of three
months in French Polynesia, the latter should apply for a long
stay visa.

The only exception will be for EU nationals, the European
Economic Area, Switzerland, Monaco and San Marino.

3. Visa requirements

Prior to their arrival in French Polynesia, applicants must
contact the Prefecture of their place of residence (if in France)
or the nearest embassy or consulate of their place of residence.
Any visa requirement fall within the competence of these
authorities. Please check the relevant websites to ask for an
appointment and obtain the list of required documents to




attach to your long stay visa request in French Polynesia.

Customs declarations: upon arrival in French Polynesia,
you must declare all goods you are carrying with you and
pay the relevant duties and taxes to the Customs Office.

Socredo. International hotels also provide this service but
a word of warning: some atolls and islands in the Austral
and Gambier group have no banking facilities. At the
Tahiti-Faa’a airport, two foreign exchange offices (Banque

WHAT TO PACK?

Bring summer clothes, beachwear, sports wear and boat
wear, all preferably in cotton. Have something warm
available for the evenings which are sometimes cooler
(lagoon side, boat trips and in the mountains). Footwear:
sandals, sneakers, boat shoes. Essential: bathing suits,
sunglasses, hat, sunblock creams (intense reflection of the
lagoons) and a powerful anti-mosquito lotion (useful in the
islands in certain seasons).

BUSINESS HOURS

Shops are open from Monday to Friday 07:30 am to 11:30
am and from 01:30 pm to 05:00 pm. Saturdays from 07:30
am to 11:30 am. Some shops are also open afternoons. Most
places are closed on Sunday including many restaurants
except for the Papeete market, which is very busy from
05:00 in the morning. There you can find a wide variety of
flowers, food, pareu, hats, mother of pearl, handicrafts and
a variety of souvenirs.

POSTAL AND TELECOMMUNICATION SERVICES

Papeete’s Central Post Office, located near the Papeete
Marina and Bougainville Park, is open weekdays from 07:00
am to 06:00 pm and on Saturdays from 08:00 am to 11:00 am.
There is a philatelic center at the Post Office for stamps if
required. There are many international card-operated phone
booths throughout most of the islands. Cellular phone
roaming is available for many global telecommunications
companies, however it is suggested you check with your
provider before you leave as to whether their services are
available on roaming in The Islands of Tahiti.




WATER AND ELECTRICITY

Tap water in Papeete and Bora Bora is safe to drink; inquire
locally on the other islands. If in doubt, use mineral water
in sealed bottles.

Electricity: 110 or 220 volts (60 Hz) depending on the island
and type of accommodation. Check before plugging in.

HEALTH

No vaccines are required except for passengers from high-risk
countries (this information can be obtained from your airline).
On The Islands of Tahiti, sanitary facilities and health services
are available. The cities of Papeete, Taravao (peninsula of
Tahiti) and Uturoa (Raiatea) have fully equipped hospitals.
Other tourist islands have, at the minimum, a hospital or a
clinic.

WHICH LANGUAGE?

While the official language is French, the indigenous
languages, such as Tahitian, are still widely practiced in
each archipelago. English is also widely spoken, particularly
in tourist areas.

TOURIST DEVELOPMENT TAXES

- 5% on international classified hotel
- From F.CFP 50 to F.CFP 500 /pers./day on interisland

cruises, depending on their frequency.

TOURIST TAXES

- Tourist tax of F.CFP 150 /pers./day on international
cruises,

international classified hotels and any other establishments
of equal characteristics. Sojourn tax on Bora Bora is F.CFP
200 /pers./day.

- A tourist tax of F.CFP 50 /pers./day on non-classified
hotels,

and any other establishments of equal characteristics.
These sojourn taxes are to be included in your bill in
Papeete, Faa’a, Arue, Punaauia, Moorea Maiao, Bora Bora,
Huahine, Uturoa, Taha’a, Rangiroa, Mataiva, Tikehau and
Nuku Hiva. Children under the age of 12 staying with their
parents as well as business travelers and representatives
who are holding business ID cards throughout the duration
of their stay for exclusively business purposes are exempt
from visitors’ tax. In this category, the exemption extends
for a visit of up to three days.

fauna and flora with information panels
providing details on the many varieties.
Carps wander in their natural pool to the
pleasant sound of trickling water. Tikis, a
magnificent banyan tree and the sculpture
of Queen Pomare oversee the tranquility of
this timeless place, a jewel in the heart of
the city.

Monday to Friday.

ROBERT WAN PEARL
MUSEUM

A classic, the pearl of Polynesia is a jewel
to contemplate, envy, bring back... To
uncover its secrets, the pearl museum
offers a historical and informative visit
to learn more about black pearl culture,
Polynesia’s shimmering gold. Designed
and maintained by Robert Wan, known
as the emperor of Tahitian pearls, the
jeweler’s collection itself makes the visit
worthwhile... Impressive by their size and
elegance, the famous businessman’s pearls
are tempting and mesmerizing. Colorful
and simply marvelous, the pearl shines
with a thousands of different hues and
comes in a variety of shapes.

Papeete. Opening hours: 9am - S5pm
Monday to Saturday. Free entrance.
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PAOFA’l GARDENS

With a view on the horizon and the port
of Papeete, the park makes for a pleasant
stroll. Along the waterfront, Paofa’i park is
the gathering place in the city for runners
and families, for strolls, picnics or yoga
classes. With a beach, a marae, restaurants,
playgrounds and sheltered fare, Paofa’i
gardens offer a glimpse of Polynesian
identity. Near the seafront, the Hokule’a
monument, a traditional canoe that came
from Hawaii in 1976 celebrates Polynesian
people’s ancestral transoceanic migrations
on sailing canoes.

TATA’APOINT

With the beautiful turquoise lagoon
background, the flight of the souls
can go unnoticed. On the site of the
InterContinental Tahiti Resort & Spa
hotel, ancient polynesians preserved
the location considered to be the place
where the soul chose its destiny. When it
landed on Ofa’i ora, the body came back
to life, on Ofd’i pohe, the beginning of the
great journey to death began. The place
continues to exude a mystical aura. The
legend says canoes set off at the foot of the
hill where a beach invites to spirituality
and connection with the stunning lagoon.

Musée de Tabhiti et des iles

MUSEUM OF TAHITI AND
HER ISLANDS

A welcoming site shaped like a triangle on
the ocean side. A light breeze hovers over
the majestic site of the Museum of Tahiti
and Her Islands. Inside, the collections
are dedicated to Oceania with artifacts,
words and symbols. The museum regularly
organizes temporary exhibits that highlight
ancient Polynesians’ worship rituals or
contemporary expressions of Polynesian
art. Numerous guided and paying visits are
available and offer a moment dedicated
to knowledge and the discovery of the the
m’a’ohi triangle’s cultural wealth.

Punaauia, Pointe des pécheurs. Opening
hours: 9am - 5pm Tuesday to Sunday

ARAHURAHU MARAE

A sound on the mountain. A cry. A drum
roll. A passing manu. The white bird leads
to the sacred enclosure. Entirely restored,
the site invites visitors and retraces the
typical organization of ancient marae
with a tahua, a sacred courtyard, a patu,
a surrounding wall and an ahu, an altar.
The site is a rare testimony of ancient
Polynesians worship rituals. Every summer,
the marae hosts a show of traditional
dances, an unforgettable and mythical
event.

Paea / Pk 22,5. Opening hours: 7am - 6pm
every day.
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A refreshing feeling, an abundance of
plants. Mystical and delicate, Mara’a caves
introduce visitors to the murmur of crystal
clear waters. The four grottoes Ana Paero,
Vaipoiri, Matavae, Puahotu seem to guard
the secrets of the mysterious alcoves. In the
shape of an arch, ferns lead the gaze from the
hill to the reflections of light in this soothing
haven. The walk, shaded by plants, offers
a pleasant moment in this place nestled
between the mountain and the road.

VAIMA SPRING

“Pure water”. A magnificent river that
looks like a pond delves into the lush
vegetation. At its source, an underwater
spring pulses with clarity. Stones form
a natural bath with healing virtues. A
local Rendezvous spot, Vaima spring is a
jewel box of delicate beauty. Early in the
morning, the water stirs with roaming eels
who play with visitors. At noon, the picnic
is de rigueur to the sound of laughter. In
the evening as they rush into the sea, the
magical songs of its water fill the turquoise
lagoon.

TevaiUta / Mataiea / PK 48,8. Free access.
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Sacred space of purification, magnificent
green haven, hiking trails leading to a
breathtaking panorama. There are many
things to see in Vaipahi water gardens:
welcoming grandmothers selling local
fruits and gourmet snacks, the diversity
of tree species referenced in the park, the
path followed by the Teva clan’s souls
of the deceased or the forest trails with
a pleasant climb. A soothing oasis, the
garden’s waterfall lifts the soul and time is
suspended in this beautiful natural site.

HARRISON SMITH
BOTANICAL GARDEN OF
TAHITI

A simple and impressive walk, the botanical
garden showcases magnificent trees over
fifty years old. It was established in 1919
by Harrison Smith, an American physics
professor with a passion for botany.
Exploring the majestic forest feels like a
small adventure walking past banyan,
giant bamboos and many fruit trees such
as Mangosteen, Hotureva or Durian.
Abandoned, the site is currently being
redesigned to regain its former splendor.

TARAVAOPLATEAU

The ascent of the Taravao plateau might
evoke a hint of nostalgia. Is it the feeling
of driving in Normandy or the expectation
to find an English cottage around the
bend? Is it the view of Tahiti Nui (Tahiti’s
main island) shrouded by clouds and the
shimmering light on the ocean? At the first
stop, a promontory shows the mountains
in view and distances that can be guessed
between them. At the second stop, a short
hike opens onto the panoramic landscape,
an ideal place for a break or to enjoy a
picnic on what may seem like the roof top
of the world.

Belvedere of Taravao, free access.

TEAHUPO’O POINT

A black sand beach, a lagoon with
translucent waters, a mountain representing
the eternity of natural beauty. The river
flows towards the ocean. In the distance,
waves wash over the coral reef. Eleven
months of the year, they seems harmless.
In August, infinity is unleashed. Known
as one of the most dangerous surf spots in
the world, Teahupo’o hosts international
competitions with a healthy dose of suspense
and adrenaline. The «tube», incredible
turquoise spiral, challenges world-famous
sportsmen and women.
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TAUTIRA POINT

Remote, isolated, authentic, the east
coast of the Tahitian peninsula offers a
landscape of rare depth. Tautira Point, less
famous than the west coast of Teahupo’o,
is a place where sacred energy flows. The
valley is encased in an emerald green
background. Its peaks form majestic ridges
where trapped water holes mirror nature’s
colors. After the end of the road, the shores
of Fenua ‘aihere reveal the tranquility of
their untouched beauty. Tiki, petroglyph,
churches, temple... A trip to Tautira invites
you to discover the cultural diversity and
Tahiti of a bygone era.

VAIHI WATERFALL

Feminine and masculine, the double
waterfall of Vaihi is a sacred place,
protected by lush vegetation. A staircase
on the side leads to two refreshing basins
that overlook the site. Nature lovers may
hike in two different directions. On the left
side, six impressive waterfalls provide access
to the plateau. On the right side, a series
of seven charming waterfalls offer a more
harmonious ascent. The excursion can be
organized by several professional guides on
the island.

Faaone / PK 48. Opening hours: 9am - 5pm
every day.
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THE THREE WA
OF FAARUMAL

Flowing majestically and partially visible
from the road, Vaimahuta, Haamaremare Iti
and Haamaremare Rahi waterfalls playfully
roll down the valley. Surrounded by large
bamboo thickets, the river reveals these great
ladies’ songs. Accessible after a short stroll,
Vaimahuta waterfall takes you on a mystical
journey as the birds sweep the sky with their
graceful silhouette. Haamaremare Iti and
Haamaremare Rahi waterfalls are currently
not accessible for safety reasons.

Tiarei / PK 22,1. Free access.

TERUAPOREA,
THE BLOWHOLE

Arahoho, “the path hollers”. A wave breaks
on the reef and a resounding scream fills
the space. Nestled under the rock, this
maritime geyser surprises and brings
laughter. Noisily sweeping water and air,
its song is astonishing. For the locals, this
breath symbolizes the favor of the wind.
The restored site makes for a pleasant stroll
along the ocean on a quiet path where it
is possible to picnic. On the neighboring
beach, surfers play with the waves, offering
a charming landscape with incredible light.

Tiarei / PK 22. Free access.

MAHINA LIGHTHOUSE
AND VENUS POINT

A light sweeps through the night. Stars
shimmer against the deep blue sky. The
black sand beach awakens in the morning
and the sea glows with blue, pink and
orange hues. In the distance, dolphins
jump for joy. During the day, the beach fills
with laughter. Its shallow bathing spots are
ideal for children, and for beginner surfers
between November and March. Wallis,
Bougainville and Brando have trodden
the sand of this historical site. Locals play
pétanque. Children talk underneath the
fare. Families share a meal on picnic tables.
Venus Point is a timeless place, both lively
and authentic.

Mahina / PK 10,4. Open daily at sunrise
and closed after sunset.

TAHARA’A VIEW POINT

The view delves into the vastness of the
ocean. Perched at 720 meters above sea
level, Tahara’a view point leads the gaze to
the horizon. The port of Papeete, the tip of
the Matavai bay, the outline of Moorea...
the panorama is breathtaking. Sitting on
the Governor’s bench and in the shade of
the site’s sacred tree, time stands still. At
sunset, the infinite space becomes a canvas
where sailboats in movement bring life to
this quiet painting.

Elegant antique
furniture. The atmosphere of a bygone
era. James Norman Hall Museum takes the
visitor back to the 1930’s.

The writer’s
former residence was classified as a historical
monument in 1993. Enjoying a lunch or a
tasty homemade dessert is a recommended
experience that seems to come straight out
of a novel.

LEARN ABOUT THE LEGENDS

All over the world, Tetiaroa is synonymous with Marlon Brando. In 1966,
the Hollywood actor and legend of American cinema bought the atoll after
falling in love with both Tahiti and Tarita, his wife from Bora Bora. He built
a simple house there in harmony with the environment. In 1999, Marlon
Brando consulted Richard Bailey and established the first luxury hotel
with a zero carbon footprint. In 2014, the hotel was redesigned and is at the
forefront of environment-friendly technological innovation. The Brando has
won numerous sustainability awards and is regularly nominated as one of
the top luxury hotels. It receives many celebrities who seek an elegant refuge
away from it all... in the same way Tahitian chiefs including the royal Pomare
family used to come to Tetiaroa. It is said that the spirits of the deceased of
their descendants come to rest there after having flown from Tuatahi marae
in Arue, the Tahitian district that governs the atoll. Today, remains of the
sacred open air temples are a quiet and peaceful haven for many birds species.

TOUCHING PARADISE

Fingers glide over the water. Skin glows under the sun.
The majestic turquoise lagoon stretches beneath the
blue sky and white clouds. Is it a mirage or a fantasy?
A movement near the surface of the water awakens
the soul. The beaches of the Tetiaroa atoll are awe-
inspiring. The rustling of coconut palms dance above
the sand. Gentle waves and delicate breezes blow over
this low island located 50 km from Tahiti. Covering
an area of 6 km2, it is surrounded by thirteen motus.
The layers of blue are an artistic canvas. Down to
thirty meters depth, the lagoon colors the waves with
elusive and magical tones. From the beach or near the
reef, bathing areas are an invitation to a sweet escape,
on the the footsteps of legends that have lived here.

SEE THE AUTHENTICITY

Underwater, sea urchins with long black spines, sea
cucumbers and lobe corals form a tapestry on the
translucent ocean floor. Corals cohabit with clams,
green parrotfish, surgeonfish, convict tangs... On the
sand, coconut crabs are the kings of the land. Every year,
green turtles and hawksbill sea turtles come to lay their
eggs. Frigatebirds, brown boobies, red-legged boobies,
brown noddies, white common terns, crested terns and
sooty terns enjoy the peace of the atoll. Local fauna
and flora are protected in this natural reserve. Several
research programs ensure the preservation of this fragile
environment. 167 species of fish and 38 native plants
have been listed as protected species. A unique variety,
the Puatea flower, a Pisonia grandis that towers up to
twenty meters high, attracts specialists from all over the
world since 1921. Tetiaroa’s mana resonates with a royal
history and its magnificent authenticity.

With a bird’s eye view of the pineapple
plateau, Mount Rotui and the inviting
vegetation, the visit is unforgettable. From
the lookout, many hiking trails take you to
beautiful hidden spots of the island.

The
pineapple route is a fun way to discover
Moorea’s hidden trails. Flavors abound in
the plantations.

A showcase for the richness of Polynesia’s natural environment, Te Fare Natura
uses music, interactive displays and artistic creations to present the vastness
and diversity of the plants and wildlife in The Islands of Tahiti. It is a place of
discovery, dedicated to the transmission of knowledge and the preservation of
natural resources, from the clownfish, triggerfish and surgeonfish in the lagoons,
to the hibiscus plants, limes and sugarcane on the islands.

OCTAGONAL EBENEZER
TEMPLE OF PAPETOAI

Qctagonal, with a bright roof, Papetoai temple
is worth a visit. The first wooden chapel was
built by missionaries in 1833. The eight walls
of the building are a reminder of the eight
tentacles of the Papetoai fe’e, a legendary
octopus from Moorea. Rebuilt between 1887
and 1891 on the grounds of a sacred spring,
the temple embodies respect and faith. The
stone erected in front of the entrance, Tura’a
ma rafea, represents both the king on top and
the population as the base.

3 REASONS TO VISIT HUAHINE

NATURE, PRESERVED

Wild, luxuriant, authentic... Huahine island is wonder on water.
The silhouette of the island unfolds its feminine forms that protect
its original beauty. The mountains outline impress at first glance.
The rock seems adorned with green moss and plants. The heart
skips a beat as the bright bays overlooking the Pacific Ocean
appear. Pohue Rahi volcano peaks at 460 meters above sea level.
Divided in two, Huahine Iti and Huahine Nui, which according
to the legend were separated by Hiro’s canoe, offer a privileged
environment. Underwater, a happy fauna and flora coexist
harmoniously. In Fare, the main village, daily life is picturesque and
simple. Protection of the island’s biodiversity is a guiding principle
for different hotels and pensions’ on the island. Nestled in parks
with magnificent vegetation and offering ecological housing, it is
here that nature lovers contribute to planet Earth’s conservation.

A STRONG CULTURE

On the water, a construction stands out. Along the river,
silhouettes seem to interact with light reflections. Fish parks
are used to trap live catch the same way ancestors did. Part of
the heritage, they remain functional to this day. An ancient
technique of aquaculture, the stone walls form the letter «w»
to capture fish. The Fare Pote’e was rebuilt in 1996 and 2001
after being hit by storms by Dr. Yosihiko Sinoto and under
the impulse of the ‘Opu Nui association. It exhibits traditional
objects and invites introspection.

The island also has more than 35 marae. Each one is different.
Erected on the southern tip of the island, the stones of Anini
marae unfold the deepest mysteries of Polynesian culture
vibrating in unison with the turquoise colors of the lagoon. The
Fare Roi, Fare Tai, Vai-otaha and Rauhuru marae blend with the
green shades of Maeva’s Fauna Nui lake, a link between land,
stones and water. Manunu marae invites reflection and seems to
embark the visitor into ancient Polynesians’ secret world.
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A UNIQUE MOMENT

In Huahine, the cultural heritage is a matter of pride. Once governed by the royal lineage
of Teurura’i, the islanders carry their traditions to this day. The last island to fall under
France’s authority, the sites of Huahine are torch-bearers of history from ancient times.
Starting point of the famous Hawaiki Nui Va’a race, the island welcomes surf enthusiasts,
artists and writers. The sound of Bobby Holcomb, a Hawaiian artist and an essential figure
of Huahine is part of the contemporary rhythm of this unique place. Enjoying unique
moments is part of the island experience. Whether it is an excursion along the lagoon, a
motu ride or a hike in the footsteps of the demi-God Hiro, Huahine offers precious and
unforgettable moments.

3 REASONS TO VISIT RAIATEA

ANCESTRAL RENEWAL

At sunrise, a breeze blows. The stones awaken. Leaves rustle... Taputapuatea marae reveals
its past greatness. A traditional song from the land emanates from the basalt blocks.
Walking on these grounds, a vision takes hold of the visitor. It is now a UNESCO World
Heritage Site. Located in the center of the Polynesian triangle, Taputapuatea marae reminds
of the sacred role played by the island of Raiatea in ancestral times. A political, religious,
ceremonial and educational center, the space was devoted to different sacred rituals: rahui
prohibitions, archery, a family temple. This infrastructure with multiple platforms is a call
for cultural renewal. Alongside usual daily activity, changes are visible in the capital island
of the Leeward Islands: development of the wharf and luxury cruises, rehabilitation of the
city center, new stores and family run pensions opening, street art... Raiatea is redefining its
future. Uturoa’s ambition, the island’s main town with a port, hospital and school seems

EAST AND WEST COAST

The second largest Polynesian island, Raiatea covers an area of 167 km2. On the East side and
with the sunrise, the excursion leads from Uturoa to Opoa the township of Taputapuatea
marae. At a bend in the road, from magnificent Fa’aroa Bay, the only navigable river in
Polynesia holds surprises for kayak and paddle enthusiasts. Sailing up the river leads to the
botanical garden of Raiatea, an explosion of the senses and colors... bananas, avocados,
starfruit, guavas, ylang-ylang, lemons are a delight for the tastebuds and the waters boast a
deep emerald color. When visiting Fetuna, the southern coral reef merges with the horizon
before reaching the east coast. Between Uturoa to Fetuna, several places are worth stopping.
Snacks, bars and restaurants overlooking Tevaitoa Bay’s turquoise waters invite to enjoy a
fresh beer or evening cocktail. Tainu’u marae is hidden by a Protestant temple. This wall of
coral boulders is a spiritual place holding many secrets. The large stones tell of the tragedies
that took place on this site, property of the ari’i, kings of Raiatea. Further ahead, dazzling
Vaau and Vaihuti are probably the island’s most beautiful bays.

TAKE A BREATH OF FRESH AIR, BETWEEN LAND AND SEA

The path that leads to Mount Temehani is not to be missed. The hike progresses along a
luxuriant and diverse vegetation, each step bringing one further into its unique ecosytem. At
the top, a mysterious wind blows with the spirits of the place. Experienced hikers might seek
the magnificent apetahi tiare, a protected and very fragile endemic flower. An endangered
species, this flower must be observed with love and gratitude. The magnificent landscape
overlooks Bora Bora, Taha’a, Huahine and Maupiti in the distance. At sea level, a traditional
outrigger canoe excursion is a must. The marina, where sailing enthusiasts converge, is the
meeting point for cruise passengers from the Leeward Islands and elsewhere. Equipped with
all the necessary facilities, it is a rallying point for sailing boats, particularly during the Tahiti
Pearl Regatta. During this race, sails float on the lagoon like those of double-hulled canoes
visiting from all over the ma’ohi triangle in ancient times.

A 3-kilometer (2-mile) channel separates
Raiatea from its sister island of Taha’a, which
both share the same lagoon. The scenery of
Raiatea is extraordinary and mountainous,
with a few summits over 1,000 m (3,280 ft.) of
elevation, and coastline crowded with palm
trees. The island doesn’t feature many beaches,
but get in a canoe or boat to reach idyllic coral
gardens on the nearby motu, where you can
snorkel then relax in the shade of coconut trees.
Scuba diving is popular and the shipwreck of
the Norby is worth exploring. Go on a hike and
discover the beginning of Polynesian culture.

The guided tour allows to better grasp
the indescribable aura of this place charged with sacred and invisible energy.

At the fourth stop, wooden doors open onto a musky scent
of wood barrels and amber-colored bottles. Endemic and imported
varieties of sugar cane produce agricultural rum, flavored rum and
internationally award-winning rum. Taha’a is an intoxicating world
where you can see everything... and forget the rest.

CORAL AND FISH

Qutside, a peaceful wind blows in the cloudless sky. An epic world of
underwater adventures awaits. A bright red fish with yellow fins, a
blue and green fish with golden lines, striped blue fish, a translucent
line... Emperor angelfish, butterflyfish, parrotfish, trumpetfish, lagoon
triggerfish, clownfish... Dozens, twenty, thirty fish swim before your eyes.
The coral garden nestled between two motu is one of Polynesia’s most
exceptional snorkeling sites. Swept by currents that are occasionally
dangerous, this channel strewn with corals is a paradise for underwater
exploration. Allow yourself to be carried by the currents, as if in
levitation above fragile corals. The show is impressive and unforgettable.
The dive begins at the entrance of the pass. Before exploring the aquatic
world, be sure to enjoy the captivating view of Bora Bora on the way.

INLAND AND SEASIDE

Taha’a offers both inland and seaside experiences. Inland, the valleys of the island are
suspended between Ohiri and Pu’urauti, two mountains over 500 meters high. Progressing
between the vegetation and the lagoon, the bays open onto the blue horizon. Ha’amene
Bay is memorable, the deepest bay in Polynesia. Hurepiti, Ahu and Fa’aha bays are also
mesmerizing. On the lagoon side, Patio village spreads onto the vibrant turquoise of the
lagoon. In the evening, dances and songs enchant the soul. In the open sea, Toahotu
and Tapioi passes are gateways to the ocean. Every year, the famous Hawaiki Nui Va’a
outrigger canoe race crosses the lagoon from Ra’iatea to Taha’a and then from Taha’a to
Bora Bora.

MUST DO

MOUNT OTEMANU

A legendary peak that inspired the myth of Bora Bora, Mount Otemanu seems to rise
from the Earth in search of the heavens. 727 meters above sea level, the volcanic rock
whispers the tales of Bora Bora’s creation. Otemanu means «the summit that aspires
beings» As you observe its reflection on the lagoon, the peak inspires tranquility.
Splendid against the blue sky, the outline of Mount Otemanu is mesmerizing

MATIRA BEACH

Sitting on the sand to watch the colors
blend in shades of white, turquoise
and blue. Relaxing on the beach,
sipping fresh coconut water, the place
takes hold of the senses. At sunset, a
bird majestically weaves through the
golden, orange, pink and flamboyant
red rays before dusk. Magnificent,
magical, splendid... No word is ‘too
much’ to describe the experience
offered by Matira beach. Not to be

missed under any circumstance.

MOUNT PA’'TA

Impressive and mythical Mount Pa’ia culminates at 661 meters above sea level. The
path toits highest point leads through a forest of mape trees, Polynesian chestnuts, with
fragrant lilies encountered on the way. The legend says a rooster warned his master,
the god Hiro’s son, of two warriors who came to steal the mount. They were caught
on time and became two islets of Matira Point. The trek to the top takes about 5 hours
and is quite demanding,. The rewarding view of the turquoise lagoon meeting the sky
is a breathtaking scenery.

The landing, on a motu, greets the visitor with deep blue and invigorating turquoise
colors. Pearly hues illuminate the waves. A light breeze blows through the air. The
elegance of the lagoon, the charms of the motu, the islanders’ smiles conjure the
nostalgic feeling of a bygone era. The island of Maupiti, a fragment on the Pacific
Ocean is an invitation to wander. Along the white sand, seaside flora enhance the
tranquil atmosphere. Underwater, manta rays play with the barely visible coral
outlines. Onboard an outrigger canoe, fishing sessions can be miraculous. In the
village, fruits sold in the market, generous baguette sandwiches and conversations
over coffee are part of the experience. At night, the sky silently deploys the path of
the stars, the celestial realm that guided Polynesian navigators. Maupiti life is all
about simplicity and authenticity.

THE MAGICAL LIFE OF THE MOTU

The five great motu of Maupiti offer a peaceful décor
that invites visitors to enjoy the moment. A fairy-tale
landscape of greens blends with the ivory shades of fine-
grained sand. In Pae’ao, at the northern tip of the island,
remains dating from the 9th century plunge the visitor
in a mystic atmosphere. Walking between the gardens of
the motu feels like rediscovering Eden. Off Tiapa’a motu,
a dive near the flamboyant corals is a feast for the senses.
Energy seems to permeate every element of nature. On
Pitihahei motu, scents of coconut blend with the rare
Hina Tiare flower. Framed by Mount Teurafa’atiu, the
island seems mythical. Spirits whisper the legends of this
remote and peaceful land. Some tell the story of the twins
Hotupara’oa and Hotua’e, or of Ninahere or Hiro, hero
of Bora Bora. Listening to the locals’ cheerful Tahitian
words contributes to the vibrant beauty of the island
where the soul is carried away.

THE RICHES OF THE ISLAND

Maupiti reserves hidden treasures, discovered along the main road. Vaiahu marae stands behind a pension on the island. Petroglyphs, an ancient
throne, fish holes reveal the secrets of the royal processions that were once held there. Further on, in A’ata valley there is a stone over three meters
long, the legendary boat of warrior Hiro. Following the birds, it is possible to reach Vai’ea cave. Further on, the Palace of the Sea, created by the
artist Aki, holds a certain charm. At the top, the breathtaking view gives a glimpse of the expansive Pacific ocean. On a bicycle ride, the discreet
hibiscus scent, a child’s laughter, the flight of a monarch... are enchanting like a love potion. The beach of Tere’ia is worth a stop as well. Observing
nature, soaking up the lagoon, listening to the ocean rhythm daily life on the island. The magic formula works and everything seems to disappear
in the charms the atoll naturally unveils. The hardest part of traveling to Maupiti is to leave and reconnect with the outside world.

On the west coast, running behind
Tereia Beach, reddish cliffs bear the
fingerprint of the warrior Nina Here,
impressive and proud as a medieval
fortress, its rocky peak overlooks an
exceptionally beautiful lagoon.

THE VILLAGE OF VAI'EA AND BEYOND

MUST DO

WALK FROM VAIEA TO

THE HOTU CLIFEFS

Boat trip with a guide. This 541-foot-
high cliff looms over the village of
Vaiea. The sloping path cuts through
an undergrowth of mape, mango trees
and Hibiscus tiliaceus before climbing
to the ridge. Gaps in the plant growth
allow a view of the splendid landscapes
on the motu and the clear waters of
the lagoon. Upon arrival at the first
peak, the view reveals the horizon
and the ocean, and walkers can catch
a glimpse of the neighboring summits
of Teurafaatui or Nuupere, rising to a

height of 370 meters (1,220 feet).

Many sea birds seek refuge in the niches and caverns of the cliffs, which form a
formidable backdrop to the village of Vai’ea. Continuing to the north part of the
island, you’ll arrive at the valley of Hiranai and its interesting lithic monuments,
such as a phallic shaped tiki, and on the rocks, petroglyphs resembling turtles.
Further into the Valley of Vaitia, an enormous flat stone is said to be the

legendary canoe of Hiro.

TRIPS TO THE MOTU

A journey across the shallow turquoise
lagoon provides a great view of spotted
eagle and manta rays, soaring among a
multitude of iridescent fish.

Pear] farms dot the lagoon. Opposite
the village of Vai’ea, the two motu
flanking the pass, Pitiahe and Tiapaa,
which protect the Ofera marae, only
recently discovered, merit a stop. To
the north between two larger motu,
alongside the pass of Hiro and a coral
garden, Paeao has a rich past, with an
archaeological site dating from the 9th
Century — one of Polynesia’s most
ancient. To its left, the Motu Auira, is
home to melon plantations and large
windmills, which overlook the last
remnants of the marae. A natural ford,
known as Baby Shark Passage, flows to
Tereia Point and its magnificent fine
sandy beach.

Eyes wide open underwater,
you’ll notice furtive glances watching you pass by. Some are playful
like the dolphins of Tiputa pass. Around sixty of these magnificent
creatures are part of the marine life of Rangiroa’s infinite ocean.
The pride of the largest lagoon in Polynesia is the biodiversity of
its fauna and flora. Near motu Nuhi Nuhi, colorful sea life is a
wonderful orchestra to listen to and admire. All kinds of fish species
dance an aquatic ballet. Rangiroa is the snorkeling and diving spot
not to be missed. While scuba diving, majestic depths open onto
a parade of impressive and magnificent sharks. Hammerhead
sharks are the highlight of the show and whitetip reef sharks or
thresher sharks might send shivers down the spine. In shallow
waters, blacktip sharks are the shy ones. Near the pontoons, in
transparent waters, pacific sleeper sharks watch quietly. Many other
species live in the crystal clear waters of this legendary lagoon: rays
graciously pass by, groupers seem to glow under the sunrays, moray
eels intimidate and turtles complete this underwater canvas. In the
deep blue ocean, Rangiroa’s encounters make the heart skip a beat.

DISCOVER THE LAGOON

In Rangiroa, many sites reserve surprises. Visited on an excursion, Bird Island is a
preserved sanctuary, species can be observed from a distance before reaching Reef Island,
of great beauty. Emerging from superb natural pools, coral formations draw mysterious
patterns imprinted against the deep blue sky. These motus and feo, coral reefs, seem part of
a fairy-tale universe populated by helmet urchins and slate pencils urchins. Closer to land,
the Blue lagoon is a recipe for happiness. Lapis lazuli colors sparkle on this freshwater
lens nestled between coconut palms. Sunlight floods the area and kisses the skin. Nearby,
in shallow waters, schools of fish await visitors. Diving in these shallow waters carries
the visitor to a different space and time. Drifting along the current of Avatoru pass is an
exhilarating conclusion to this place’s divine symphony. The tour is completed by a stop
in Avatoru village with many elegant religious buildings.

NATURE’S WONDERS

Tikehau is a turquoise flower with deep blue
accents. Its’ quiet lagoon spreads out majestically,
translucent and ultramarine. The water’s multiple
hues are of a dazzling beauty. For a moment, a
whitefin and blackfin shark appear in the waves.
On a dive in the welcoming lagoon, manta rays
can be observed. Tikehau is known as their
island, as the lagoon harbors a cleaning station
for these magnificent Manta birostris nicknamed
«sea devils». With wings spanning up to 3.5 meters,
these great ladies fly underwater with grace. The
encounter is unforgettable. Beneath the waves,
their dances create light reflections, allowing locals
to spot them and observe them in the distance.
Other wonders of Tikehau’s generous nature
await on this magnificent atoll.

THE ISLAND’S SPLENDOR

Embark on a full day exploration of Tikehau’s motus. The Pink
sand island seems emerge from a dream. A pastel line is drawn
above the azure foam on the horizon. The sky, ocean and
coconut trees give an incredible shimmer to this natural jewel.
As you tread the sand, heat penetrates with a delicious salty
sensation. Bird island, where thousands of birds nest noisily,
is captivating. Home to red-footed boobies and brown noddis,
feathers fly with the explosion of colors of the islet’s inhabitants.
Preserved, this sanctuary allows for a respectful and curious
exploration. Continuing the journey, the Isle of Eden unveils the
secrets of its self-sufficient life. Compost, vegetable cultivation
and botany, the stop leads to reflection on the real necessities
of daily life. Further on, the excursion leads to the beach on the
ocean side where the most perceptive visitors will find traces
of mythical Hina’s bell. Facing infinity, eye-catching blocks
of stone stand out. Climbing enthusiasts can venture close to
these protruding rocks.

A WELCOMING AND UNFORGETTABLE HAVEN
Delicate coral reef contrasts with the turquoise backdrop.
Pink shades appear at the edge of the water. A green
turtle swims by the tranquil reef. In the distance, a silver
tuna hunts its prey. Nearby a clown fish plays with
multicolored anemones. Manihi’s seabed is magical. The
pink coral slope is a jewel. It opens onto deep blue waters
where bonito, barracudas, Heller’s barracudas, turtles,
triggerfish, jackfish, schools of napoleon fish, manta rays,
eagle rays, perches and schools of horse mackerel swim
by. Every year, between May and June, thousands of
groupers join the wonderful seascape for mating season.
The show is a feast for the eyes. With flashes of silver,
the magic of encounters unfold to the slow rhythm of
the ocean. Whether scuba diving or snorkeling, the
underwater scenery provides a feeling of freedom.

EARTH’S DELIGHTS

In Manihi, the legendary welcome includes telling ancestral
stories. Princess Maraurau, who came from afar to marry an
inhabitant of the atoll, is said to have given Manihi its name,
shortened from Manihinihi which means guest in Tahitian.
Turipaoa Pass, the only passage between the ocean and the
lagoon, about 50 meters wide, is a protective and majestic
portal where life breathes in a preserved environment.
Another natural site, the freshwater lens of Ariatea is
located near a bright blue cove. Hospitable, the lagoon
boasts magical blue variations. Its pools at the bottom of the
atoll offer a refreshing bath. To fully enjoy the experience,
laze on the white sandbanks away from it all. With the
sounds of waves lapping the shore, the spirit is transported
along with the rolling grains of sand. Shells, sea urchin tips,
mother-of-pearl sprinkle the crystalline lagoon with dreams
of escape. One meets infinity in Manihi.

A LIFE OUTSIDE OF TIME
With the historical establishment of the first pearl farm in 1968, Manihi
experienced the heyday of Tahitian black pearl production. The pearl frenzy
slowed down towards the end of the 90s. With fifty years of experience in the
industry, Manihi is considered a pilgrimage for all mother-of-pearl lovers.
The paths on the atoll lead to the Turipaoa village, with colorful and
flowery scents. The main town of Paeua seems frozen in time. Encounters
are punctuated by stories shared by the locals and the observation of sacred
places. The remains of 17 marae have been recorded in Manihi. They coexist
with Saint-Joachim church

An infinite blue space. Perfect silence. Silhouettes moving
in the water.

This UNESCO listed biosphere

reserve includes seven low islands of
coral origin: Aratika, Kauehi, Niau,
Raraka, Taiaro, Toau and Fakarava.
Primary forests, coconut groves, pools
with «kopara» (microbial matter), this
sanctuary is home to many endemic
species such as the kingfisher. This
conservation program also highlights
cultural heritage and preserves
archaeological remains such as the
marae or paumotu legends.

RELIVING AN ANCIENT LEGACY

Along the Sister’s path, visitors may find Queen Po’atu Kamen’s bath. The shallow pool
carved from a single rock is always full of water. Elders say this stone pool was the sacred area
for souls of the deceased to purify themselves before reaching the ocean. Further along the
path, a pointed building comes in view. The arch of the gate is an invitation to learn the history
of Rouru Convent, a complex which in its heyday included Sainte Agathe chapel, an infirmary
and a boarding school. The road leads to the heart of Mangareva’s Catholic heritage.

On this land of missionaries, Rikitea’s Saint-Michael cathedral bears witness to the splendor
of ancestral artisanship. Its two immaculate white bell towers seem to pierce the sky. Built with
coral blocks, the church’s altar features intricate mother-of-pearl and pearl ornaments. Saint
Peter chapel also holds stories of the past. Its small cemetery is a reminder of King Maputeoa’s
conversion to Catholicism in 1836. Shortly before his baptism, the sovereign commissioned the
first church loteve Peata dedicated to St. Joseph of Taku as testimony of his new faith. The simple
coral stone building is telling of the profound transformations the Gambier people experienced.

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DIVE INTO THE PRESENT
Mangareva is a place to slow down. As
you walk along island paths, natural colors
seem to blend harmoniously. Ivory white
beaches meet calm translucent waters.
In the town of Rikitea, simple moments
are the best ones. Staying in a pension
guarantees encounters. The inhabitants
of the archipelago are known for the time
they dedicate to visitors. Going on a fishing
trip, preparing a meal, learning about the
island’s history...

Mangareva is a place where opening
up to unexpected moments shared with
strangers can start a new friendship. For
the solitary traveler, many places are ideal
for introspection: the forest, the water,
paths along the ocean.... A whole new
experience of time is offered to those who
pause to gaze into the island’s waters. The
Gambier, considered to be the less visited
and the most isolated archipelago of
Polynesia never ceases to amaze travelers.
Mangareva is sure to please with many
captivating and charming assets.

SAINT MICHAEL’S
CATHEDRAL OF RIKITEA

Two white towers with a flamboyant
red frame are an impressive
introduction to the site. Built between
1839 and 1841, the work to build this
architectural landmark was colossal.
Eighteen coral pillars support a vault
of woven reeds laid on a sturdy
wood framework made of ‘uru wood
(breadfruit tree). The altar reveals
magnificent hues from mother-of-
pearl inlays and frescoes painted in
blue. Restored in 2009 with local and
imported materials, the building is
highlighted by its welcoming garden.

NATURAL WONDERS

Raw. Wild. Deep. The road cuts through the pine wooded
valley of the T ovi’i plateau perched at over 800 meters
altitude. Volcanoes, stand tall and shield the island, like
natural castles adorning the sky with a marvelous diadem.
Rock climbing aficionados can tickle the peaks and clouds
at over 1000 meters above sea level. Vaipo waterfall
culminates in a majestic caldera. This waterfall, the tallest
in Polynesia, lies in the Hakaui valley at the end of an
adventurous hike.

Nuku Hiva, the largest island of the Marquesas Archipelago,
plunges into the heart of a vibrant nature. The majestic
Kamuihei banyan is more commonly known as «the king
of trees». A rare species, the Pelagodoxa henryana, is a
small palm tree endemic to the island of Nuku Hiva. This
endangered species only grows in Taipivai valley. Nuku
Hiva holds a very rich natural heritage. Exploring on foot
or on horseback, the landscape reveals exceptional flora.

WHERE GREAT MEN LIVED

In the footsteps of Herman Melville, Nuku
Hiva is home to Taipivai where the author
of Moby Dick took refuge after deserting the
whaler Acushnet. Along Packe me’ae, ancestors
whisper through the stones that form this lithic
ensemble of about forty meters long.

Two enclosures shelter eleven tiki, true witnesses
of Polynesian ancestral art. They are called
Oneua («double tiki»), Puamaumau Etua («single
tiki»), Matuoto («beheaded tiki»), Haehaa,
Haeouti and Vehea Etua Mei te Moana. The
tallest is 1.70 meters tall. Perfectly preserved
petroglyphs evoke stories with sketched turtles
and fish, sacred and protective animals. In
Aakapa, Tapuivi me’ae seems like a huge block.
It reveals the sculpted face of a tiki with a strong
gaze. In Nuku Hiva, stories of another time
bring back the great men who contributed to
the myth of the Marquesas.

FROM BAY TO BAY

The stopover in Nuku Hiva flies by with the discovery of hills, peaks,
capes and peninsulas. From the heights of Mount Muake, sentinels frame
the road of Taioha’e, the main village. The view is simply breathtaking.
On the waterfront, the blue ocean seems deeper as ever. The way down to
Hatihue conjures a mysticism that poet Louis Stevenson was particularly
fond of. The rocky walls and peaks surround the gentle village life, which
the 300 meter statue of the Virgin Mary seems to protect.

Walking along coconut trees, palm trees, pandanus and mango trees, the
path leads to the mountain pass of Tevaimaoaoa. The difficult ascent
rewards walkers with a view overlooking Anaho bay. Its white sand
beach protected by the swell and the wind is bordered by the Marquesas’
unique coral reef. Underwater excursions with plenty of fish and turtles
are simply spectacular. Charming and luminous, it is easy to imagine
Hatuatua bay when foreign explorers first beached in this mystical place.
Another place to explore is the black sand beach of A’akapa village. As
the journey progresses, Nuku Hiva never ceases to amaze.

3 REASONS TO VISIT HIVA OA

FEEL NATURE’S PULSE

The bay views convey a majestic feeling that permeates the
landscape. The legendary breath of the gods seems to remain
here. Surrounded by the scent of abundant flowers, a path
leads to the heart of the generous land and people of Hiva Oa.
On a boat ride to the open sea a special energy can be felt. The
coastline seems to emerge from the depths of the ocean. Tahuata
holds mysteries beyond its translucent waters: accessible on a day
excursion, this island only four kilometers away from Hiva Oa
features astonishing landscapes more similar to atolls than to the
raw beauty of the Marquesas Islands. In the distance, the island’s
bays are hypnotic and make a strong impression. Underwater,
archaeological trails have stories to tell diving enthusiasts. Above
the water, a manta ray jumps and celebrates the spirits that live
in Hiva Oa. Atuona bay, a small inlet on the north shore of
The Bay of Traitors opens onto the main town’s alleyways. The
atmosphere is calm, hills capture the clouds. A dialogue between
earth and sky seems to set a delicate balance on the island.

DISCOVER ISOLATED VALLEYS

Impressive cliffs, steep roads, majestic forests, tropical vegetation... Hiva Oais a
palace with sumptuous bays. A face seems to appear, Fatutue Rock in Hainaiapa
bay. The beach is flanked by perfumed frangipani trees, a passing sailboat, and
Vaieetevai waterfall accessible from the ocean.

Further on, Moeone tiki stands on a platform of Tapuohe me’ae overlooking
Hanapaoa Bay. This marae (me’ae in Marquesan) with three platforms seems
to whisper ancient murmurs. Further ahead, a rustic road opens onto Motuua
and Nahoe valleys, before the village of Puama’u. The feeling of being at the
edge of the world lingers in this land of honey and history. In the distance, Cape
Matafenua, a long point of jagged brown rock guides boats. At the bottom of
the valley, the site of Te I'ipona delivers ancient Marquesans’ innermost secrets.
Nestled in the greenery, figures seem to laugh or observe visitors who come to
meet them. Several tikis, including Taka’i’i, the largest in Polynesia, watch over
and protect this sacred space that symbolizes the Land of Men.

FOLLOW GREAT MEN’S FOOTSTEPS
Walking in Atuona, the main village of
Hiva Oa, traces of past visitors remain.
Jacques Brel, who lived in the Marquesas
between 1975 and 1978 and fell in love with
Hiva Oa is honored in a dedicated space
where it is possible to listen to his most
iconic songs. Nearby, the Gauguin Museum
recalls the days when the painter indulged
in the pleasures the Marquesas could offer.
Their tombs are regularly embellished with
flowers in the local cemetary.

On the way down to the craft center, other
encounters transcend time. Sculptors and
artists share their passion. At the snack
bar, locals strike up conversations in the
lingering tropical heat. In Ta’aoa valley a
few kilometers from Atuona, you might
catch a performance with dancers proudly
celebrating their culture. The pleasure of
experiencing Hiva Oa is enhanced by the
surprising generosity of the islanders.

Anchored on a hillside, Upeke’s
ceremonial complex consists of a
large tohua, a platform for dances and
traditional celebrations. Once inside
the valley, the ascent leads to several
plateaus where stones and trees converse
in silence. The ti’i of Ta’a’oa must be
sought and found in the wilderness of
this place full of wisdom.

THE SMILING TIKI OF
UTUKUA

In Punaei valley, the archaeological
site of Utukua retraces daily life of an
ancestral community that must have
been very important in its time. In the
middle of nature, a welcoming face
emerges. With a height of 93 cm, the
smiling tiki is incredibly well preserved.
With his hands on his belly like the
Easter Island moai, he welcomes visitors
with a benevolent expression. His
sculpted tattoos are of astonishing
precision. A beautiful encounter!

IN THE FOOTSTEPS OF
GAUGUIN AND BREL

«Moaning does not please us, in the
Marquesas.» A proud resident and lover
of Hiva Oa, the spirit of Jacques Brel
lingers in Atuona, the island’s main
village. A space dedicated to him plays
his most famous songs. Nearby, the Paul
Gauguin museum honors the artist, who
resided many years in Polynesia. The
two men are buried in the communal
cemetery perched on a hill. The
pilgrimage is a must.

LIPONA MFE’AE

Nestled in the valley of the village of
Puamau, the archaeological complex
of Lipona rests in the midst of lush
vegetation. The ti’i, protective statues or
tiki, are the rare witnesses of the ancestral
Polynesian religion. In this me’ae (marae
in Marquesan), the sculptures are among
the most beautiful and impressive in
French Polynesia. Each representation
seems to whisper the secrets of centuries
past.

l isten to the singing tone of the local language, the rites of the elders, the sounds of the earth... The Austral Islands are a

place of tradition and renewal. With cooler temperatures, the ocean stretches as far as the eye can see and enhances the
serene atmosphere of these islands. Majestic whales may appear behind a generous wave. True to their roots, inhabitants
recite their ancestral lineage at each wedding. The seven islands of the Austral Archipelago are a gentle, quiet haven.

Hard-working farmers toil in the taro fields, surrounded by green vegetation. Turquoise lagoons and white sandy beaches’
colorful tones have a heavenly feel. Caves pulse with the sacred energy of these lands rich in culture and crops. Coffee, lychees,
raspberries, carrots... The Austral Islands offers a variety of local products to savor in a friendly atmosphere.

The famous Mutineers disembarked in Tubuai. Traditional wooden canoes are still stored in Raivavae gardens. Woven
pandanus, ni’au (coconut leaf) and ofe (local bamboo) reveal the crafting talents of Austral women. This archipelago offers
something to write about with each discovery.

AUSTRAL ISLANDS
3 REASONS TO VISIT RURUTU
SOAKING UP THE PLACE

Deep blue, vibrant turquoise, a welcoming smile. Lulled
by distant waves, the island of Rurutu seems isolated. The
main island of the Austral archipelago offers a peaceful
atmosphere shrouded in mystery. The winding road
flanked by rocks leads to the island’s villages. On the
erosion battered coast at the exit of Moera’i village, off
Matotea the great basalt cliff, the views are captivating.
Manureva reaches 385 meters above sea level and reveals
an astonishing landscape. Nature seems to live on the
slow rhythm of ancient legends. Caves and grottoes are
scattered all around this volcanic island. Among them,
in Mitterrand cave or Ana A’eo you'll find an impressive
display of stalagmites and stalactites. If you linger there, it
seems like mystical characters sing forgotten songs of the
past. Sunrays filter through the cave, shaping its outlines
and silence carries meaning. Ana Tane’uapoto cave offers a
memorable panorama of the lagoon. The limestone folds
reveal their beauty to connoisseurs. Guided excursions
reveal the geological history of the island.

CULTIVATING THE LAND

The aroma of coffee beans creates a
lingering scent. Blessed with a temperate
climate, coffee cultivation is specific to
Rurutu. In high grounds, the plants’ red
bunches will become unique gold brown
flavors. Ground coffee cups served in the
village give a taste of the richness of the
island’s soil. Deep into the valleys, men and
women are active in the fields. Water gullies
water roots with pink branches. The taro,
this tuber with nourishing flesh, is Rurutu’s
staple food and is very appreciated by the
locals. They practice intercropping of taro
with potatoes, carrots, salads, vanilla...
A true granary of flavors, Rurutu is a an
authentic adventure off the beaten track.

WEAVING LINKS

The sky is still asleep. The sun slowly breaks through the clouds. A
schooner is anchored off the village port. Barges go back and forth. This
ballet between land and sea starting with the first light of day, is the
supply chain in the island. Locals sit down for a coffee at the snack
while children push their bikes to school. At the local grocery store, the
delivery of hot breakfast dishes always comes with a cheerful mood.
The market awakens and the mamas arrive. Their fingers skillfully
twist the pae’ore: pandanus weaving is the traditional craft of the island.
Baskets, hats, mats, fans... Creativity has no limits and women of Rurutu
proudly live up to their reputation of skilled artisans. The white road
serpents past colorful and charming houses. In the evening, the laughter
of teenagers playing volleyball fills the street.

FOLLOWING ANCIENT FOOTSTEPS

An explosion. Ancient struggles. Voices that tell stories of the
sacred sites. Tubuai has a grand past and a delicate present.
A historical island where Christian Fletcher and the Bounty
rebels disembarked, it was home to the site of Fort George,
a square building of a hundred meters the famous mutineers
built before leaving the island to sail back to Tahiti. The
marae are another ancient landmark. More than twenty of
these sacred open-air temples have been recorded in Tubuai.
Although only a few stones remain in Tonoha’e marae, the
dwelling from another era lives on. The most important site
of the island, it used to span nearly 600m2. The power of
Hiro, a Polynesian god, still seems to linger in this mysterious
site. James Morrison, boatswain’s mateof the Bounty and
one of the mutineers’ last survivors wrote about the rituals
followed by chief Tamatoa’s subjects on Mataura marae. The
island whispers the history of a time that changed its destiny.

DIVING

Reaching further than 5 kilometers wide, Tubuai lagoon is impressive by the
depth of its colors. Multiple shades and subtle variations are captivating.
Framed by eight motu, the landscape is a majestic dance of the elements.
Beaches spread out on the horizon offering unequalled serenity. With an
abundance of fish, when exploring underwater, exceptional visibility
confirms the magnificent fragility of the colorful coral ecosystem. Marine
life is a visual treat: flamboyant corals, playful striped fish, predators in the
distance, singing whales visiting Tubuai waters every year. Fine-grained sand
lays on the shores of this magical aquarium. Locals debate about the number
of its colors and say there are between eight to thirteen variations. What
matters is that visitors are welcome to indulge in the delights of the island
that offer discovery and surprises.
